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Participants in the Global Health Clinical Scholars Program are expected to identify and complete a scholarly
project as part of their program requirements. The scholarly project provides trainees with the ability to explore a
global health topic in-depth, via a mentoring experience. Trainees then present their projects at Northwestern's
annual Global Health Education Day, held each spring.
